OUTLINE OF PROGRAMME

NUMBER OF LEARNERS

A maximum of 50 learners can be accommodated per visit.

ASSISTANCE FROM TEACHERS AND/OR PARENTS

To ensure that the guided walk along the beach and parts of the reserve is a worthwhile learning experience, it is advisable for the class to be divided into two or three smaller groups so that each group can be supervised by one or more adults.  It is therefore suggested that additional teachers and/or parents accompany the class to assist.  This especially applies to large classes/groups of 40 to 50 learners.  We suggest one adult per 10 learners.

The programme is suitable for grades 1 to 12.
